Instructions for placing the Naval Bloodmobile

The Naval Medical Center, San Diego, Transportation Department drivers will deliver the bloodmobile to your site. Here are some guidelines they have provided to help place the bloodmobile:

· The dimensions of the bloodmobile are: 40’ long x 8’ wide x 142” high. 
· Make sure the area is coned or taped off the night before. Otherwise someone WILL be parked in the location you want the bloodmobile parked in the next morning. The drivers have instructions to find the best alternative location and park it there. The drivers do not stay with the vehicle, as they have many other missions to perform, so appropriate placement the first time out is important.

· If possible, have someone there to meet the driver when the bloodmobile arrives, usually between 0700 and 0730, or at a minimum, provide a good phone number to reach you. That way if there are any changes, there will be no misunderstandings.
· Remember that the auxiliary generator makes a lot of noise and gives off an exhaust smell, so don’t have the rear of the vehicle facing any open windows or doors.
· In addition to the bloodmobile, the Blood Donor Center travels with 2 full size vans to carry personnel and supplies. They will need to have a place to park close to the bloodmobile. 
· Other considerations: If no indoor space is available, the Blood Donor Center crew sets up tents for interview and refreshment areas. The dimensions of the interview tent are: 20’ x 10’. The refreshment tent dimensions are: 16’ x 10’.
